Dinosaur Eggs

You will need:
· 1 1/4 cups dirt 

· 1 1/4 cups of flour 

· 3/4 cups salt 

· 1/2 cup sand 

· Water 

· Plastic Dinosaurs 

How to make dinosaur eggs:
1. Mix together dirt, flour, salt and sand. 

2. Slowly stir in water to create a dough, clay-like texture 

3. Mold the dough around one of the plastic dinosaurs 

4. let the eggs dry thoroughly. This may take all day or several days depending on the weather. 

Dinosaur Fossils
You will need:
· Toy dinosaurs
·  A small cup of instant coffee
·  3/4 cup cold water

· 1 cup flour
·  6 table spoons of salt
·  A baking tray

 How to make dinosaur fossils:
Mix the instant coffee, flour, salt and water together to make dough. (The coffee smells so good!)

 
The dough needs to be wet, but not so wet that it sticks to your fingers.

Eye an amount of dough you think you’ll need for your dinosaur imprint.

 
Allow the students to knead the dough, take the dinosaur and press it gently into the dough to make an imprint.  Allow the dough with imprint to dry over several days.
